October 21, 1931 Revisited
WEST ORANGE, NJ - On Thursday evening, October 21, 2010 at 7:00 pm, the National Park Service will offer a rare evening tour of Thomas Edison’s home, Glenmont, in Llewellyn Park. Edison came to West Orange in 1886 at the age of forty. He was already a successful and wealthy inventor. After 44 years of innovation and admiration from famous friends and family alike, Thomas Edison died on October 18, 1931 at his home in Llewellyn Park. He was 84 years old.  Mrs. Mina Edison arranged a public viewing for Edison at his famous laboratory on Main Street, which lasted 2 days and was attended by thousands. She then held a private viewing at the family’s home on October 21, 1931. 
Edison’s public profile and global impact lead President Hoover to request a dimming of all lights nationwide that evening. In Thomas Edison’s last public statement he said “My message to you is to be courageous. I have lived a long time. I have seen history repeat itself again and again. I have seen many depressions in business. Always America has come out stronger and more prosperous. Be as brave as your fathers before you. Have faith. Go forward.”
