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Clary's # 46, Soup House, City of Siloam (or Ral City), Hot Springs Mountain, ca. 1875. The soup house was also called “Delmonico’s” after the famous restaurateur. Delmonico bathed at Hot Springs Reservation in the 1870s and upon his departure endowed this soup kitchen to help feed hungry indigents, who could buy soup for a nickel a bowl.  

HOSP 380
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Clary's # 44, Ral City on Hot Springs Mountain ca. 1875: a winter scene; rough structure has what appears to be "CALF. HOUSE $1.[?] PER [DAY?]" scratched into the horizontal board beneath the roof. “Calf. House” could have been an abbreviation for “California House.” This little building might have been the bathhouse for the California, a lodging for African-Americans. The building was destroyed in the 1871 flood. 
HOSP 381
Ladies at Corn Hole; lost probably in 1989. See HOSP 2642 for a print of this image.

HOSP 382
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Clary's # 9, Hale's Bath House ca. 1877. This is one of several Hale bathhouses to be constructed on this site. The first Hale Bathhouse was built in 1854, the second around 1878, and the third in 1892. The latter still forms the core of the current Hale Bathhouse; Mann and Stern added a sun porch and a south wing in 1914. This photograph was taken from the cupola of a building across the street, and part of the shingled roof intrudes into the picture.

HOSP 383
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Clary's # 52, Vapor rising from Big Iron Spring (Hot Springs Valley), 1867-1876; viewed from across the creek, nearly directly in front of tufa dome; wooden planks traversing creek in foreground. This powerful spring was also called “Hog Spring” because local farmers scalded butchered hogs in it. Note the tufa dome surrounding the spring. The Big Iron is now located to the south of the cooling station; its tufa dome was blasted away in the late 1870s and the spring found another outlet higher up on the mountain.

HOSP 384
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Clary's # 2, Hot Springs valley ca. 1871, looking northwest from Hot Springs Mountain. Boards in foreground of photo may be fences or flumes. The northernmost building (nearly in center) is the Grand Central Hotel on the present site of the Medical Arts Building. The Arlington Hotel is not yet in place; the buildings in the lower right corner are the Rector bathhouses. The two long buildings may be the Rector Hotel. Sugarloaf Mountain is seen in the distance. This view is identical to HOSP 15097 except it is faded. 

HOSP 385
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Clary's # 1, bird's eye view of Hot Springs valley from North Mountain, ca. 1875; the first Arlington Hotel is on the left and the Grand Central on the lower right. 
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HOSP 386

Clary's # 5, 

Arsenic Spring, ca. 1877. This small pavilion was on the south end of the Arlington Hotel and linked it with Rector’s Bathhouse, which served as the hotel bathhouse for several years. 

HOSP 1094
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Clary's # 63, men scalding hogs at Big Iron Spring before the construction of the Big Iron Bathhouse in 1877.
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HOSP 1095

Clary's # 52, Big Iron Spring before 1877 with vapor rising from it; the low stone wall visible to right of tufa dome was possibly to support a path or a stone bathing pool enclosure. The wooden planks cross Hot Springs creek for easy access from the street side of the creek.

HOSP 1096
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Clary and Urie's # 72, Big Iron Bathhouse, 1870s. The bathhouse was built in 1877 by George M. French. In order to increase flow from the Big Iron Spring that supplied thermal water to the bathhouse, excavation was carried out that required the first blasting ever to be done around the thermal springs. Many residents believed the blasting caused many of the higher springs to "sink" and disappear. Fittingly, the bathhouse was iron-clad, although iron proved to be little improvement over wood. Wood rotted, but iron rusted, and eventually the building became an eyesore. It was torn down in the early 1890s. 
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HOSP 1097

Clary and Urie's # 42, Pool of Siloam, 1877 or earlier; a rough wooden structure open on one end with bathers and onlookers. Built over the Ral Spring, this sheltered one of the dugout pools widely used by the indigent before the first superintendent of the reservation, Benjamin Kelley, ordered the structures torn down in October 1877.
HOSP 1098
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Clary and Urie's # 12, first Arlington Hotel, 1877. This wooden frame hotel, built in 1875 by Samuel Fordyce, D. C. Rugg, and Samuel Stitt, was considered to be of world class quality by its builders and by other local entrepreneurs. It was sited on what is now known as Arlington Lawn, filling the entire site. This building was torn down in 1892 to make way for the 2nd Arlington, a massive brick hotel. 
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HOSP 1099

Sumpter House (occupying what is now the northwest corner of the intersection at Exchange and Prospect) on 28 October 1875; numerous people on and around the porch. This was a typical spa hotel, with a ballroom for dancing. The 1883 Creek Arch Hearings were held in this building.
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HOSP 1915


Rector's Bath House, with Arsenic Spring pavilion on left, bridge in foreground. This bathhouse was built 1880-81 and was used as a bathhouse by guests at the Arlington Hotel. When the first Arlington was torn down in 1892, the Rector was also torn down, and the Arlington Bathhouse was built in its place. Rector opened another bathhouse across the street in 1894.

HOSP 1916
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C. W. Calohan and Brother, Waverly Hotel, built before 1886. The Waverly Hotel was located on the east side of Park Avenue in a triangle of land bordered by Park Avenue, Crystal Street, and Arbor Street and south of Crest Street. In 1894 a bathhouse was added to the hotel. The hotel burned in 1897, but the bathhouse was able to reopen after the fire.
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HOSP 1917

Balch and Clary view, not identified on back; tufa deposits and spring water falling down the side of the mountain just south of Old Hale Bathhouse. This appears to be the site of the old Hale Spring, now known as the Maurice Historic Spring. 
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HOSP 1918
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Kennedy's view # 49, Big Iron Spring ca. 1877, viewed from opposite side of the creek, south of the tufa dome. Note the troughs carrying the thermal water to bathhouses. The wooden scaffolding above supported an advertising billboard touting patent medicines from Memphis, among others. Spring water is pouring from the tufa dome on the right. 
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HOSP 1919
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Kennedy's # 12, looking north up Park Avenue ca. 1877; “new” Avenue Hotel on left, Arbor Street in foreground, Park Avenue cutting diagonally across image.

HOSP 3147
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Clary's # 72, Big Iron Bathhouse, 1877, with crowd of men in suits on bridge. This could be the opening day of the bathhouse, but that surmise is undocumented.
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HOSP 3149

Bankes' # 1, Valley and village of Hot Springs looking south, 1867 or earlier. Note chimneys of burned-out buildings on west side of valley; these are probably ruins of buildings burned during the Civil War. Buildings in the fore-ground are probably the same ones shown in 

HOSP 3151. The large bathhouse in the center of the picture may be Dr. Lawrence’s house/office or an early version of Rector House. It is not the Rector Bathhouse; the Rector bathhouse buildings are northeast of the house.
HOSP 3150
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Bankes' # 2, Cattle at ford on Hot Springs Creek, 1867, looking north; a man on a litter is being carried by two African-American men across the wooden bridge presumably to the bathhouse on the west side of Hot Springs Creek. Judging by the topography, the site is probably what is now known as Arlington Lawn. The photo was probably taken from the west end of the second most distant bridge on the left from HOSP 3155. 

HOSP 3151
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Bankes' # 3, Rector's Bath House in 1867; long low white-washed building on far left with sign, "Kennedy's Gallery" visible on one side (this sign appears, however, to be attached to the smallest of the buildings in the center of the photo); in center, two (or possibly more) unidentified buildings adjoining each other. One was probably the post office. HOSP 3149 also shows this area but from another viewpoint.
HOSP 3152
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Bankes' # 4, Bath Houses on Hot Springs Creek, 1867; Alum Spring issuing from bank on left; three men standing on bridge, south side of Dr. Lawrence’s house or possibly Rector House visible behind them. Hale Bathhouse across creek on right of image.

HOSP 3153
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Bankes' # 5, view of tufa cliff and bathhouse on Hot Springs Creek, 1867; water trough crossing creek in upper foreground; man fishing beside a tufa dome that looks like the one around the Big Iron Spring. According to text on the back of the stereograph, the tufa bank pictured above the creek is around fifty feet tall, topped by a tufa dome around a large and very hot spring supplying "one of the largest bath houses." This is more than likely the Hale Bathhouse, although the Rockefellow Bathhouse was said to be supplied by Spring #1 (Egg Spring), the highest and hottest spring on the hill, which probably would have had a tufa dome in 1867. 
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Bankes' # 6, Big Iron Spring ('Hog Spring') in 1867. Spring pool on left of tufa dome, with two men drinking water (one man, also shown in HOSP 3155, may be Bankes himself). The  water trough in HOSP 1918 figures prominently in foreground; tufa cliff with luxuriant flora in background; viewpoint is on the other side of Hot Springs Creek, just north of the tufa dome. 
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HOSP 3155
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Bankes' # 7, 1867 view from west side of Hot Springs Mountain looking northwest; man on hillside may be Bankes (see note on HOSP 3154); on right, long white-washed wooden building with facade is the same one seen behind the Kennedy's Gallery sign in HOSP 3151 (see note above). Legend on stereograph points out a clearly delineated “wigwam site” at the foot of the hill and to the right, but it isn’t clear in this stereograph, at least.
HOSP 3156
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Bankes' # 8, view showing west side of Hot Springs Mountain in 1867; another view of the sluices in HOSP 3157, bringing thermal water from Spring No. 1 (Egg Spring) to a white-washed wooden bathhouse (perhaps the 
Rockefellow Bathhouse; see HOSP 3153). 
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HOSP 3157
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Bankes' # 9, 1867 view of hot water troughs bringing water from Spring No. 1 (Egg Spring) down the side of Hot Springs Mountain. 
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HOSP 3159
Wooden Bathhouse in Florida, St. John's River (not scanned)
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HOSP 3234


Bankes' # 10, visitors drinking from spring no. 1 (Egg Spring), 1867 
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HOSP 4078
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Rector's Bath House (right); creek and boardwalk in foreground, Arsenic Spring on left; several people sitting or standing around; ca. 1879. In Supt. Benjamin Kelley’s 1880 report to the D.O.I., he complained that this bathhouse ruined the view of the mountain and was built despite his opposition.
HOSP 5078
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Garland County Poorhouse circa 1877; exact location unknown, but possibly on Hot Springs Creek north of bathhouses.
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HOSP 5079

South Hot Springs on Valley Street circa 1873; Hot Springs Hotel visible on left, large church (possibly St. Luke’s Lutheran) southeast of it.

HOSP 8675
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H. A. Balch's view of Corn Hole; men sitting on planks set around the pool under a light fabric tent, ca. 1877. Corn Hole, on or around the current site of the display springs, was one of the three dug-out pools closed by Kelley in 1877. People would soak their feet in the pool to soften their corns; a local chiropodist would then remove the corns for a quarter. The box just visible towards the top of the back left pole appears to be a money collection box. 
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HOSP 8676


H. A. Balch's view of iron, magnesia, and arsenic tufa deposits, with Hale Bathhouse out building barely visible on left, corner of another building in right corner, Hot Springs Creek below; ca. 1877. 

HOSP 8677
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H. A. Balch's view of the free bathhouse at the Mud Hole probably in the mid 1880s; white picket fencing surrounds the pool itself, and a flume stretches in front of it. Mud Hole was originally the third of the dug-out pools and traditionally provided free baths for the indigent. The white frame building is in fact the first Government Free Bathhouse. Hot Springs Creek is in the foreground, and a sign reads, "MAGNESIA SPRINGS SAFE DEPOSIT ACROSS THE STREET." The Magnesia Spring formerly fed the Quapaw Bathhouse and its predecessor, the Magnesia Bathhouse (built in 1888).
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HOSP 8678
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H. A. Balch's view of Happy Hollow; rows of storefronts, some with signs ("W. A. MOORE and CO.," "ARLINGTON LIVERY STABLES"). The corner of the Arlington Hotel is visible to right.
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HOSP 8679

Balch’s view of Corn Hole as seen from the street probably around 1877. 
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HOSP 8680
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Balch’s view of Whittington Avenue, probably taken from the side of West Mountain. Small church on left.
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HOSP 8681
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Balch’s view of the original Avenue Hotel above Park Avenue as seen from North Mountain circa 1879.

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Calohan Brothers view of Arkansas travelers in late 1880s; seven people in mule-drawn open wagon, two more mules each with a woman and child riding it; group is in the middle of a river ford (possibly White River). 
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HOSP 15075
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J. F. Kennedy view of Bathhouse Row area in 1875-1878, with Arlington Hotel and old rough wooden bathhouses on left, Grand Central Hotel in lower right corner; same vantage point as HOSP 15076. 
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HOSP 15076


J. F. Kennedy view of Bathhouse Row area in early 1880s, with Arlington Hotel and Victorian bathhouses on left; same vantage point as HOSP 15075. 

HOSP 15077
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J. F. Kennedy street view of Hot Springs in 1880s. The exact location is hard to pinpoint. If the mountain sloping down on the left is North Mountain, this might be Park Avenue at Whittington, looking south. The balcony railing, lower right corner, could belong to the Avenue Hotel, but where’s the creek? This can’t be the corner of Valley and Fountain because the Grand Central would have been on the west side of the street at that time. Perhaps it’s Bridge Street, and West Mountain is on the left. Wooden storefronts on far side of street include barbershops and a liquor store.
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HOSP 15078


J. F. Kennedy view around 1880. Government Free Bathhouse in background on former site of Mud Hole; Magnesia Springs in center; in foreground, African-American man atop water barrel driving oxcart down Central Avenue. Hot Springs Creek is flowing between the spring and the road.
