The national forests around Mount Rainier National Park provide a 
variety of camping and recreation opportunities. Many campgrounds 
are located along highways 12 and 410 in the Mount Baker-Snoqualmie, 
Gifford Pinchot, and Wenatchee National Forests. Less developed and 
dispersed camping is available throughout most of the forests. National 
forest maps are for sale at Forest Service ranger stations. 

Campgrounds generally operate Memorial Day through Labor Day 
with a few remaining open through September. Some Forest Service 
campgrounds are available for advanced reservations by calling
