e Potential impact to resources listed or eligible for listing

on the National Register of Historic Places or a National
Historic Landmark

 No mention of an educational componentin a
preservation grant project description

* Unclear correlation of the project description to the
three focus areas of the program; Historic Maritime
Properties, Maritime Heritage Collections, and/or
Traditional Maritime Skills.
