Collectively, these archeological sites,
cultural landscapes, ethnographic resources, museum e e
collections, and historic buildings and structures
connect one generation to the next. The National Park
Service is charged with conserving cultural resources
so that they may be enjoyed by future generations.
Climate change is adding challenges to this role, and
will continue to affect cultural resources in diverse
ways. At the same time, through the tangible and
intangible qualities they hold, cultural resources are
also part of the solution to climate change.

Marcy Rockman is the US National Park Service Climate Change Adaptation Coordinator
for Cultural Resources, based in Washington, DC. An archaeologist by training, her
research focus is how humans gather, share, remember, and transmit environmental
information, particularly during colonization. Marcy's current role at the NPS addresses
impacts of climate change on cultural resources and use of cultural resource information
in federal- to global-level adaptation and resilience planning. She has a Ph.D. in
Anthropology from the University of Arizona, and B.Sc. in Geology from the College of
William and Mary.
