Moat WalkIt’s more than just a fort... 
An adventure awaits you along the trails of 
Cockspur Island. Whether you enjoy history, 
nature, or both, you have an opportunity 
to experience all that Fort Pulaski National 
Monument has to share. 

With its location just inside the mouth of the 
Savannah River, Cockspur Island has played 
an important role since the founding of the 
Colony of Georgia in 1733. In the eighteenth 
and nineteenth centuries, the island was 
home to a number of defensive forts built 
to protect the city of Savannah. This period 
culminated in the construction of Fort 
Pulaski from 1829 to 1847. 

After the American Civil War, the military 
largely abandoned the fort, and by the end 
of the nineteenth century, the island was 
left to the keepers of the Cockspur Island 
Lighthouse as well as the attendents of a 
quarantine station built on the west side 
of the island. During this period, the fora 
and fauna of Cockspur began to reclaim the 
island. 

Fort Pulaski was designated a national 
monument in 1924, Then in 1933, Cockspur 
Island and historic Fort Pulaski became 
part of the National Park Service. Park 
preservation eforts dominated the rest of 
the decade and after World War II the park 
was available to visitors near and far. 

Today, the island and the trails are 
maintained and open to visitors looking to 
explore pristine marsh land, historic military 
fortifcations, and a diverse collection of 
wildlife and native vegetation. 

Moat Walk 
Distance - 0.5 mile (0.8 km) Loop 
Allow 30 Minutes 

This leisurely walk highlights the walls, moat, 
cemetery, and battle scars visible on the 
southeast side of the fort. Several projectiles 
are still imbedded in the walls from the April 
1862 battle. 

North Pier Loop 
Distance - 0.75 mile (1.2 km) Loop 
Allow 45 Minutes 

This walk highlights a few points of interest. 
Battery Hambright, named after Lieutenant 
Horace Hambright, U.S. Army, is a concrete 
gun battery constructed in 1899 that was 
designed to protect a minefeld in the 
Savannah River. 

The historic north pier meets the North 
Channel of the Savannah River. Materials 
were brought here to construct and later 
supply the fort throughout the century. 

Follow the concrete trail in front of Battery 
Hambright and you will fnd the John 
Wesley Monument. Wesley, the founder of 
Methodism, landed on the island in 1736. 

Picnic Area Trail 
Distance - 2.0 mile (1.6 km) Round Trip 
Allow 1 Hour 

A great place to relax with plenty of shade. 
There are picnic benches, grills, and a 
covered pavilion available for visitor use. 
Water is not available. 

Dike System Trail 
Distance - 1.8 mile (2.9 km) Loop 
Allow 2 Hours 

There are several spots to access this trail. 
Designed by the Army Corps of Engineers, 
the dike system allowed for tide control and 
drainage that aided in the construction and 
defense of Fort Pulaski. Today, the dike is 
twelve feet above sea level and helps protect 
Fort Pulaski from the tides. This is a great 
trail for views of the fort and the salt marsh.

Lighthouse Trail 
Distance - 1.5 miles (2.4 km) Round Trip 
Allow 1.5 Hours 

One of the park’s most popular trails ends 
with a close-up view of the Cockspur Island 
Lighthouse. Built in 1856, the lighthouse 
marked the entrance of the South Channel 
of the Savannah River. The lighthouse 
witnessed the battle for Fort Pulaski up 
close up and was active until 1909. Due to 
preservation eforts, the lighthouse and 
island are is closed to the public.

• There is an abundance of wildlife on the 
island. Most incidents occur as a result 
of teasing or handling an animal. This is 
their home. Don’t approach wildlife.
