Development for the Yellowstone Co-Op Employee Recreation Program began in 1957 for the 
purpose of providing activities and keeping up the morale of the employees of Yellowstone 
National Park, taking up the motto, "For the benefit and enjoyment of the employee."  It provides 
recreation halls and outdoor facilities for the usage of employees, along with organizing a variety 
of events.  The program also organizes contests, outdoor recreation, seminars, movies, sports, 
talent shows, and trips into local towns.  As of 2012, the co-op members consist of employees 
from the National Park Service, Xanterra Parks and Resorts, Medcor, Delaware North, and 
Yellowstone Park Service Stations.
