Tulio Zanin was an enrollee in the Civilian Conservation Corps, serving with Company #535 at the
Mammoth Camp, NP-1.

DESCRIPTION

The collection consists of photographs, a camp yearbook, and ephemera from Tulio Zanin, who
served in the Civilian Conservation (CCC) in Yellowstone National Park in 1938. The photographs
focus on wildlife such as bears and deer as well as the Mammoth Hot Springs and Gardiner, Montana,
areas. The camp yearbook includes enrollee names and reprinted photographs of the camp and
activities. Ephemeral includes a certificate for learning blacksmithing skills.
